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EMAILS 

• Emails are used for communication with the parents  

• Tasks are not given by email, unless a last resort. 

• Any homework or other written assignment from students sent by email is not 
accepted, unless a last resort. 

 

4. TEACHING AND LEARNING  

• Teachers follow their regular timetable and they are available during their regular class 
hours to teach and assess, answer questions, monitor progress and encourage the 
students. 

• When following the regular timetable, teachers are recommended to meet their 
students briefly at the beginning of each lesson, as this will allow them to follow their 
outline learning objectives, keep track of participation and answer questions. 

• Every teacher provides at least one complete online course with all students per week. 
• In case there are multiple family members in need of using home computers, the 

parents have to inform the teachers about those restrictions in the family.  
• The teachers will post materials for planned teaching on the “Teams” at the start of the 

timetabled lesson. 
• Educational Support lessons will be taking place during distance learning 
• On-line lessons are given in TEAMS 
• Students are not allowed to record video, audio or screenshot of students and 

teachers or mute teacher.  
• During online sessions, the use of the camera is strongly recommended.  
• Minimum technical requirements for on-line lessons: A device, connected to the 
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
